MATERIALS

MAXI MERINO: 5 balls color 35

NOTE: Scarf can also be made using PERU and using the same
instructions. Keep in mind that the number of balls may vary.

Knitting needles: size 10 % (US) or 7 mm

Stitches:

Seed st (see explanation)
Relief st (see graph A)
Openwork st (see graph B)
Bobbles (see graph ()

Seed st:

1st row: “ K1, P1 * repeat from * to * across entire row.

2nd and following rows: work sts contrary as they appear:
purl into knit and knit into purl.

GAUGE

Take time to check gauge

Always knit a small swatch before you start your project, to
make sure that your stitches coincide with our 4x4” swatch.
Using size 10 1/2 needles, in Relief st:

15 sts and 19 rows = 4x4”

INSTRUCTIONS

IMPORTANT. Before starting carefully read page 3.

In order to work this model correctly, follow the steps below
and the indications in the schematic.

(1) Cast on 62 sts work in Seed st.

(2) When total length is 3" (2 cm) set up the following
stitch pattern:
Rows 1to 16: 3 sts in Seed st, 56 sts in Relief st following
graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 17 to 32: 3 sts in Seed st, 8 sts in Relief st following
graph A, 16 sts in Openwork st following graph B, 32 sts
in Relief st following graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 33 to 40: 3 sts in Seed st, 56 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 41 to 56: 3 sts in Seed st, 40 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 16 sts in Openwork st following graph
B, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 57 to 72: 3 sts in Seed st, 16 sts in Relief st following
graph A, 16 sts in Bobble st following graph C, 24 sts in
Relief st following graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 73 to 88: 3 sts in Seed st, 56 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 89 to 104: 3 sts in Seed st, 8 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 16 sts in Openwork st following graph
B, 32 sts in Relief st following graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 105 to 112: 3 sts in Seed st, 56 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 112 to 128: 3 sts in Seed st, 40 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 16 sts in Openwork st following graph
B, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 129 to 144: 3 sts in Seed st, 16 sts in Bobble st
following graph C, 40 sts in Relief st following graph A,
3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 145 to 160: 3 sts in Seed st, 56 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 161 to 176: 3 sts in Seed st, 24 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 16 sts in Openwork st following graph
B, 16 sts in Relief st following graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 177 to 208: 3 sts in Seed st, 56 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 209 to 224: 3 sts in Seed st, 8 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 16 sts in Openwork st following graph
B, 32 sts in Relief st following graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 225 to 240: 3 sts in Seed st, 56 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 241 to 256: 3 sts in Seed st, 32 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 16 sts in Bobble st following graph C,
8 sts in Relief st following graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 257 to 280: 3 sts in Seed st, 56 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 281 to 296: 3 sts in Seed st, 40 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 16 sts in Openwork st following graph
B, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 297 to 320: 3 sts in Seed st, 56 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.




Rows 321 to 336: 3 sts in Seed st, 8 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 16 sts in Openwork st following graph
B, 32 sts in Relief st following graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.
Rows 337 to 352: 3 sts in Seed st, 56 sts in Relief st fol-
lowing graph A, 3 sts in Seed st.

(3) When total length is 74” (188 cm) continue to work in
Seed st across all sts.

(4) When work measures %" (2 cm) from the beginning of
the Seed st bind off (cast off) all sts.
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® 1 bobble: in the same stitch work: K1, P1, K1, turn
work and P3, turn and K3, turn and P3, turn and pass
the 3rd stitch over the 2 sts, and pass the 2nd stitch
over the 1st stitch. You have 1 st left, slip the stitch
onto RH needle.
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
